1. Lanthano-
to escape notice, to be unseen,

to be unknown, but with the
implication of being very much
there but somehow hidden from

direct sight.



1. Closely related to
the Greek word “muo,”
meaning to cover, from the
word “musterion, meaning
discovery or mystery.



3. Aletheia-truth, that
which cannot be hidden, that
which everyone can(will)agree

on. It’s not a doctrinal thing, not
things commanded, or things
about religion.
