Yellow Vest Movement

»November 2018
» protest against high taxes

> Yellow Vest required by gov't for all motorists
»Growing Muslim and refugee populations
»High Welfare benefits for poor and immigrants

»a point of contention, high taxes




In an effort to crack down on radical Islam, the French
government has put forth a series of revisions to the French

law separating church and state:

Any donations over €10,000 from outside the country
must be declared to the government.



Home Schooling is outlawed.

» Children start public schooling at age 3
»No home schools allowed to prevent separation
» All children to be taught secular humanism



Churches must register with local authorities,
instituting a more rigorous examination of the
places of worship.



The police/prefecture/local authorities, will have
the authority to revoke a place of worship's status
(shutting them down) if they deem that messages
within the place of worship are threatening public
order.



The French Government is effectively moving itself squarely into

the position of judgement and decisions on the organization,
content, and functioning of religious worship.

The obvious concern is when public pressure or discontented
individuals lobby the local government to shut down churches for
"hate speech" or dislike of a church and its pastor.

Minister of Interior: “evangelicals are a very important problem”
A church may be denied a building permit by the town mayor.
